Electronic Reservesalso known as ERES is a udgendly webbased, passwosgdrotected software program, which

allows students to easily access reserve material from any computer with internet access. Faculty submitted materials are
converted into an electronic file by Circulation staff. The files are then stored on a database, which can be downloaded,
and either printed to hardcopy or view electronically. This database is accessible to registered students and faculty 24/7.
Course syllabi, sample exams, lecture notes, problem sets, and articles from journals, shot chapters from books, power
point presentations, color images and links to websites represent the types of materials that can be made available to you
from any computer with internet access. Each course offering electronic reserve material has its own password protected
webpage. Each webpage comes with atiead chat room option that allows students and faculty to communication
